Boasting a height of 120 meters and a width of 73 
meters, Fukuroda Falls ranks as one of Japan’s 
Three Great Waterfalls. Visitors can enjoy a 
spectacular sight in any season, whether amid fresh 
spring verdure or autumn leaves or as an icefall.

A photogenic sightseeing spot where seasonal flowers bloom in profusion 
throughout the four seasons. The Nemophila which blooms on a massive 
scale is also popular with foreigners.

Famous as a site for plum blossom, the 
garden contains about 3,000 plum trees 
of 100 different varieties. After the plum 
comes the best viewing season for cherry 
blossom, then the rhododendrons, in 
autumn the bush clover and in early winter 
the twice-blooming cherry blossom.

Namegata Farmers Village

120 meters tall, this depiction of Great 
Buddha is the tallest bronze statue in 
the world. The observation deck 85 
meters above the ground in the statue’s 
chest can be reached via elevator.

Ushiku Chteau, the first full-fledged 
winery in Japan was designated as 
national important cultural property. 
This winery has a museum and a 
French restaurant.

A nostalgic train line that runs through the 
beautiful rural scenery of Hitachinaka. At 
Nakaminato Station, you might get to meet 
Osamu, the station’s popular resident cat.

Selected as a National Scenic Beauty, 
this coastal area is comprised of five 
inlets and bays of varying sizes. The 
highlight is the beautiful vermillion-
lacquered, hexagonal Izura Rokkakudo 
standing on the edge of a cliff.

A time-honored townscape consisting 
of over 300 historic buildings that were 
constructed from the late 16th century. 
Makabe Hina Doll Festival is held from 
February to early March.

Believed to have been built in 660 BCE, 
this Shinto shrine is the head shrine 
of all Kashima shrines nationwide; it is 
also one of the highest-ranked shrines 
in Japan.

A hands-on sweet potato theme park filled with nature and 
located in Namegata City.Located on the grounds of a former 
elementary school, it is familiar to local children and their families.  
It offers a wonderful opportunity to learn and experience the 
sweet potato harvest and the baking of sweet potato tarts.
